Basic Syllabus

1) Intro flight, straight and level. Basic attitude

a. Here you will learn the basic concepts of the training aircraft and its most basic flight characteristics

2) Climbs, Descents, steep turns, scanning, radio procedures

a. Here you will be maneuvering the aircraft getting use to the controls

3) Climb and descending turns, slips, tracking line

a. In this lesson, you will become familiar with more advanced controlling of the aircraft and we will start into navigation

4) Slow flight, Power off stalls and recovery

a. In this lesson, you will learn that the aircraft has different characteristics when it is flying slower than when it is flying faster.

b. You will also learn how to recognize and recover the aircraft in a power off stall.

5) Power on stalls and recovery, Turns around a point 

a. Here you will learn how to recognize and recover from power on stalls and you will learn a ground reference maneuver called S-turns

6) Rectangular course and S-turns 

a. Here are two new ground reference maneuvers, the Rectangular course and S-turns. These maneuvers will teach you the understanding of where the wind is coming from and how to keep the plane on the correct ground track.

7) Emergency procedures, hood work and review Air work 

a. Here we will introduce Emergency Procedures.  This will get you acquainted with procedures if you ever need to use them.  After today, you should be expecting a simulated engine failure anytime. 

b. We will also put you under the hood to get you acquainted with the use of instruments only.

13) Pattern work (no flaps and power off landings)

a. During this lesson, you will use all you have learned up to this point to land, but without the use of power of flaps.  

b. We will continue with items 12 and 13 up until we BOTH feel you are safe to solo.

14) Pattern and 1st solo

15) Review air work, intro to VOR intercepts

a. During this lesson, we will go up and make sure that you remember all the ground reference maneuvers to ensure that when you go out to the practice area, you remember what you are suppose to be practicing.

16) Short field/ Soft Field take offs and landings

a. Here you will learn different take off and landing techniques that are used with different types of airports/fields that you may have to land on.

17) X-country short planning task, 2 hour ground min

a. We will usually plan for at least 2 hours of groundwork to teach you how to plan a cross county trip.  Some people like to separate this ground from the flight and do the ground portion the day before.  I will let you decide.  We will go on a short cross county trip to teach you Pilotage and Dead Reckoning. 

18) Short X-country (dual)

a. Here we will fly the flight plan that you prepared during the ground lesson.  We will fly from Colorado Springs, Over fly Pueblo and fly directly to La Junta. From there we will fly back to Colorado Springs.

b. You will fly this same route for your short solo cross country flight.

19) Non controlled airspace, VOR work and lost procedures

a. Here we will fly to Springs East Airport and give you experience in flying into uncontrolled airports and ops in uncontrolled airspace. This will also get you comfortable landing at airports with narrow runways

20) Long X-country (dual)

a. This flight, we will be flying to Limon and then onto Akron and then back.  Here we will everything that you have been taught up to this point and we will also file a flight plan and show you how to open the flight plan.  We will also be utilizing what is called Flight Following on the way back from Akron

21) Night (10) T&G’s and landings and emergency procedures

a. In this lesson, we will be flying night operations so that you can get use to flying at night.  You will see the difference in how things look at night as compared to how they look in the day time

22) Night X-country

a. On this flight, you will fly either to La Junta or to Limon.  

23) Hood work

a. We will complete the requirements for instrument work and review anything else that might be needed

24) Check ride prep

a. It is almost over; we will go over everything that you have been taught.  During this phase, we will be flying mock check rides to get you ready for when that big day comes.
